
SILAGE ONLY
SORGHUM X SORGHUM HYBRID
Key Features
A tall late maturing grain sorghum.

Chopper grows to a height of 2 metres. It is a very vigorous plant 
with an attractive broad shiny leaf.  It produces a large  solid 
white-grain sorghum head.

Chopper is recommended for use as pit or bin silage.  While 
potential yield is not as high as maize, Chopper is considered a 
much more reliable option than corn in hot/dry conditions.

Sow when soil temperature reaches 16oC and rising.

Can be direct drilled.

Plant @ 10kg per hectare.

POLYUNSATURATED  
OIL SEED/fORAGE
Key Features
Hysun 38 is a medium maturity hybrid sunflower suitable 
for forage or silage production. It is an alternative to maize 
or sorghum and pennisetum forages and provides energy 
and some protein to stock diet. It is more tolerant to lower 
temperatures than sorghums and pennisetum and has 
excellent drought tolerance with very high yield potential over 
a number of growing situations.

Average silage results: 
Dry matter (DM)  = 23% 
Protein = 12.9% 
Digestibility = 66.1% 
Metabolisable energy = 9.9Mj/kgDM 
Seed oil content = 43-49%

SHEEP/CATTLE/DAIRY
PENNISETUM (MILLET TYPE)
Key Features
Because there are no prussic acid worries with Nutrifeed it can be 
grazed much earlier than forage sorghum.  For best results graze 
early - approximately the height of Red Band gumboots when 
plants will not pull out.  This will allow plants to tiller, maximising 
protein and energy content, boosting animal productivity.

Sow when soil temperature reaches 17oC and rising.

Can be direct drilled.

Plant @ 15kg per hectare.
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
